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Substantial inequality of access to community college exists across the state of California.  State support for credit instruction in community colleges ranges from a low of 59 funded FTES per 1000 local base population in Compton to more than 250 FTES per 1000 population in a number of districts.  In ten districts encompassing twenty-three colleges, state funding for credit instruction is less than 90% of the state average which might be considered an acceptable degree of deviation from the norm of absolute equality.  Significantly, those districts most financially restricted in their ability to educate local residents serve areas with some of the highest poverty levels in the state.

The process for allocating state funds for growth in community college enrollments, in place since Proposition 13 moved funding of the colleges to the state level, appears to have produced inequities in access and service to college-relevant populations around the state.  The Los Angeles Community Colleges have long been aware of this fault because it has been evident that funding for the LA district has not kept pace with the rest of the state.  A comparison of funded FTES with population data now available reveals that these inequities are substantial across California.

LACCD funded FTES has not kept pace with the rest of the state

Because of a precipitous enrollment decline beginning in 1983 as free flow was introduced, the funded base for the Los Angeles colleges was reduced to an abnormal level from which it has not been possible to recover, given the funded growth mechanisms.  For two decades, the Los Angeles colleges have been underfunded compared to the rest of the state. This underfunding creates an institutional anemia, making it impossible to equitably serve the potential students of the District.  This inequity has been only partially redressed by the outflow of students to surrounding districts.  By our calculations, there is still a deficit of some 40,000 to 50,000 funded FTES in Los Angeles County as a whole.

Since there is general agreement that noncredit FTES needs to be seen as a separate issue in which the essential goal is to achieve parity with K-12 noncredit instruction, the proper comparison of the Los Angeles colleges with the rest of the state is in terms of credit FTES, both reported and funded.  Such comparisons are presented in the following chart, along with trend lines for funded FTES for both LACCD and the rest of the state.  The sources of the data are the Fiscal Data Abstracts for 1980-81 through 2002-03, prepared by the Chancellor’s Office of the California Community Colleges.  The Recalculation Apportionment tables have been used for all years except 1980-81 through 1982-83, when only the Annual Averages were available.  Prior to 1990-91, apportionment was reported in ADA units.  These have been converted to FTES using a multiplier of 1.1336, a factor derived from the LACCD experience in the transition year, in which apportionment was calculated in both units.

This comparison shows that a funding gap developed in the mid 1980’s and if anything has widened over time.  If LACCD funded FTES in the early 1980s was at parity with the rest of the state, as is assumed by the scaling of the chart, then it would appear that the Los Angeles deficit at present might be as high as 30,000 FTES.  This is something that needs to be examined in much greater detail.  Certainly the outflow to surrounding districts has partially compensated for the financial anemia of the Los Angeles institutions.  But by the same token, the degree to which equity of 


student service for Los Angeles with the rest of the state existed at the beginning of the period must also be explored.  Clearly, however, it cannot be argued that growth in funding for the Los Angeles Community Colleges has been the same as the rest of the state.

Freeflow has not compensated within Los Angeles County

It might be argued that the LACCD situation has really been produced by the free flow of students among community colleges that was also an indirect product of Proposition 13 and the assumption of community college funding by the state.  By this argument, the surrounding districts have made up for the deficit in the Los Angeles Community Colleges by enrolling large numbers of LACCD residents.  Our current estimates are that over 60,000 District residents enroll in community colleges elsewhere in the county.  However, a comparison of Los Angeles County as a whole with the state in funded credit FTES relative to the college-relevant population in 1980/81, 1990/91 and 2000/01 clearly indicates that this has not been the case.

A community college-relevant or weighted base population can be calculated by weighting the various age groups according to their per capita FTES generation.  In the following tables, I have used the FTES generation ratios experienced across the Los Angeles colleges in Fall 2000.  Calculations from statewide or even district-by-district data might produce slightly different base populations, but the fundamental fact that older age groups produce only a fraction of the FTES generated by younger residents on a per capita basis is not likely to be substantially changed.

In the following table we can see that funded credit FTES relative to population in Los Angeles County has long been below that of the rest of the state.  In 1980/81, the county aggregate was 128 per 1000 base population compared to 148 for the rest of the state.  If the community colleges in LA County had been funded at the same rate as the rest of the state, this would have meant an additional 33,500 FTES.  By 1990/91, the county had fallen further behind the rest of the state, with the FTES deficit ballooning to almost 75,000.  The inbalance was somewhat lessened during the 1990’s but remains substantial. Indeed, if all of the districts within Los Angeles County received funded credit FTES at the same rate as the rest of the state, it would mean an additional 47,500 FTES directed to those colleges.

Inequities not just a Los Angeles problem

The Los Angeles Community Colleges, and some of the other districts in LA County are not the only ones that appear to suffer inequitable funding relative to population served.  A recent study by the California Department of Finance makes it possible investigate the degree of inequality at the district level, and even at the individual college level, where FTES data is available.  The Demographic Research Unit of the DOF has produced population figures from the 2000 Census based on mutually exclusive areas within a 10-mile radius of each college in the state.  These numbers are for the population in closest proximity to each college, regardless of district residence, and thus correct for boundary irregularities that are part of the LA outflow problem.

Using these numbers to calculate the same college-relevant weighted base population as above, we can examine first Los Angeles County and then the rest of the state in detail.  Within Los Angeles County, funded credit FTES ranges from a low of 59 per 1000 base population in Compton to a high of 265 per 1000 in Santa Monica.  The composite of all 10-mile-radius, mutually exclusive areas produces a state level ratio of 166 FTES per 1000 base population.  If the population of the whole state is used, in effect going beyond the 10-mile limit in rural areas and including small groups in non-districted counties, this ratio is reduced to 145 per 1000, still significantly above many colleges in Los Angeles County.

Outside of the major urban areas, the 10-mile radius may be inadequate to capture the base population of each college or district.  In order to implement a correction to the inequality of access and service produced by the post-Proposition 13 funding process, it would be necessary to compile population figures based on a greater radius, or perhaps with no limit at all but still employing the mutually exclusive, closest proximity principle.  To approximate this effect, in the following table I have grouped community college districts by county, or combinations of counties where appropriate.  The aggregate of the 10-mile radius areas within each combination is then reported as the “Sum of Districts”, and can be compared to population figures and funded FTES ratios for each district/county combination as a whole.  The district/county combinations are listed in descending order by FTES, such that the more rural areas are at the end of the table.

There are, of course, some anomalies in the combinations created.  In Orange County, the first shown, the county population is slightly less than the sum of the districts, indicating that the 10-mile radius takes some Orange County colleges into adjacent counties.  Generally, however, the county figures substantially correct for the 10-mile limits.  The results indicate a range of access and service across the state roughly comparable to that found within Los Angeles County, though it does not appear that many districts or counties would fall below the levels for Compton or several of the LACCD colleges individually, if more precise data were available.

Riverside and San Bernardino counties appear to have the lowest service levels among the larger combinations for which the figures have somewhat greater reliability, though both have substantial rural areas and relatively large differences between base populations calculated as the sum of the 10-mile areas and that shown in county-level figures.  Santa Barbara and Sonoma counties are clearly at the high end, with funded FTES per 1000 base population ratios in excess of 200.  Significantly and somewhat surprisingly, it does not appear that the more rural counties suffer as a group, though again more precise data might reveal some exceptions.  On the whole, these figures indicate that substantial variations in state support relative to population do exist and that this inequality needs to be addressed in any modification of current apportionment formulas.
